There has been some
questions and concerns about the ‘

issues of testing, rank and
“

advancement, not only in the
karate class, but in the kobudo
and sword class as well.

The karate class runs a test
every 4 months, as does the
kobudo class. Mukushin ryu
testing is done on a student by
student basis for kyu level
testing. Dan rank testing is only
held when Ohashi sensei visits
from Japan, and only when he
teels a student is ready:.
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In all cases, you will not be
accepted for testing if you have
not met the requirements, or if
the instructors don’t think you
are ready. It isn’t just an issue of
learning the new techniques for
your level. A student must be
able to apply the new lessons
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learned, but as instructors we
must see improvement in the
techniques learned at previous
belt levels. It is up to each

student to improve on the
techniques learned at previous
levels. If the only practice time
you spend is at the dojo, you
won’t have time to learn anything
new, and if you only practice
what is new, you will not improve
on what was learned before.
